POW/MIA REPORT... the WALKING “K”

During the Vietnam War, pilots

“*|ture. One of these was the letter
*  |K with appendages added to the
b, [feet, making it a “walking K.’
| Captive pilots were to use the sig-
*|nal any way they could, hopefully
so it would be seen from the air.

In January 1988, Central Intelligence Agency sur-
veillance picked up a "USA" dug into a rice field
near Sam Neua (Laos) along with what was possi-
bly a "K" made of rice stalks. Other figures, along
with initials, were taken by aerial photogra-
phy in 1973 and further afterwards in the
Plain of Jars and areas around the Pathet
Lao caves at Sam Neau.

It's disturbing, the excuses proffered by
U.S. officials to debunk the evidence. They
would have us believe that the “USA”,
“‘Walking K” and other signs were the result
of natural formations in tall grass, or chil-
dren playing in the fields. These rescue
signals were never properly investigated.
